At Eccleston C E Primary School we strive to support all children, including those with any special educational need or disability (SEND), to enable them to achieve the very best that they can at school. We support children with cognition and learning needs, communication and interaction needs, social, emotional and mental health needs and sensory and/or physical difficulties.

In order to do this many steps are taken to support them through their learning journey. For all children, quality teaching and learning experiences are vital, however for some children additional support is needed to help them to achieve their targets.

SEND Code of Practice

The school works in partnership with the local authority, Cheshire West and Chester (CWAC), to implement the new SEND Code of Practice. www.cheshirewestandchester.gov.uk
The SEND Code of Practice includes four principal areas of need: cognition and learning, communication and interaction, social, emotional and mental health (SEMH) and sensory and/or physical difficulties. It also includes children and young people who are disabled, so that services consistently support the best outcomes for all. The SEND system includes children and young people from birth to 25, giving them and their parents/carers greater control and choices in decisions and ensuring individual needs are properly met.

Statutory Assessments take the form of an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP), which assures rights and protections from birth through school and into further education and training. 

There is cooperation between all of the services that support children and their families. Schools, local authorities and health authorities work together. 

Local authorities and schools involve children, young people and parents in reviewing and developing provision for those with SEND through a Local Offer. 

What is the Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) Local Offer?

The SEND Local Offer for CWAC is an offer of all of the authority’s services available to support disabled children and children with SEND and their families. It can be viewed at https://livewell.cheshirewestandchester.gov.uk/  The Local Offer sets out what is normally available in schools to help children with SEND as well as services available to support families who need additional help to care for their child.

The School Offer from Eccleston C E Primary School links with the CWAC Local Offer.

Eccleston C E Primary School Offer 

We may identify and assess a child as having SEND if:

· Quality First Teaching (QFT) does not lead to a child making at least good progress;

· the school progress tracking system highlights concerns about their rate of progress in key areas of learning;

· there is a change in a child’s behaviour;

· a parent or carer raises a concern; and/or

· other services (such as Social Care or Health) raise concerns.

If you think your child may have SEND, please speak to your child’s class teacher, Susanne Wearden or Kathryn Rees-Wright.
At Eccleston, we will support children’s individual needs by:

· providing all pupils with Quality First Teaching;

· providing additional resources to meet individual needs;

· differentiating/scaffolding work to support access to the curriculum;

· using a multi-sensory approach; 

· making reasonable adjustments to ensure all pupils are included in activities in and outside the classroom;

· arranging support in class or 1:1 or in a small group;

· providing a SEND Profile for all children with SEND, which will incorporate targets set according to the area of need. This will be monitored regularly by the class teacher and by the school SENDCO.

· SEND Profiles will be discussed with parents/carers at Parents’ Evenings and with the child in school.

Spending of the school SEND budget is monitored and evaluated by the Headteacher, SENDCo, SEND governor and governing body. Some pupils may be in receipt of additional funding which is used to provide 1:1 support, specialist interventions and resources.  

Roles and Responsibilities of the SENDCo
Susanne Wearden (SENDCo) is responsible for the operation of the Special Educational Needs and Disabilities Policy and the co-ordination of specific provision made to support individual children’s needs at Eccleston. She liaises with all staff to monitor the pupil’s progress and behaviour and plan further interventions where progress is slower than expected or concerns persist.

She works with a range of external agencies that are also able to offer specialised advice.

Sue Willan is the SEND governor, providing support and challenge with the overall aim of ensuring that the school delivers high quality SEND provision.

Roles and responsibilities of class teachers include:

· enabling children with SEND to participate in all activities available to their peer group, making reasonable adjustments where necessary;

· differentiating the curriculum to suit the child’s individual needs;

· organising adult support in class;

· writing a SEND Profile (see Appendix attached to our SEND Policy) showing, for example, timetabled interventions or support, Speech and Language sessions, nurture groups, occupational therapy or Educational Psychologist recommendations; 

· holding Pupil Progress meetings each term to discuss the progress of individual pupils, where changes to provision can be made or further support planned;

· taking expert advice from outside agencies (only taken with parental permission); 

· reviewing and evaluating the effectiveness of practice.

How the school makes the curriculum accessible to children with SEND

Teachers ensure that all areas of the curriculum are accessible to children with SEND by: 

· setting suitable challenges;

· responding to the interests and needs of all pupils including those with SEND;

· using appropriate resources (including staff) to ensure SEND pupils are fully included; 

· differentiating through the use of smaller steps and questioning; and

· constantly monitoring, reviewing and adapting strategies to best meet the needs of the SEND children within the group.
Parents/carers will be consulted and involved through:

· receiving a copy of the SEND Profile (which outlines new targets for each term);
· speaking to teachers on an informal basis before or after school;

· making formal appointments to discuss progress, which may include attending regular review meetings (meetings can be arranged online);

· parents’ evenings; and/or

· information contained in end of year school reports.

Parents/carers can support their child’s learning by:

· talking to the class teacher about ways to support and encourage their child in achieving targets of the Child Profile; and

· following recommendations offered by outside agencies such as the educational psychologist or Speech and Language Therapist.

Looked After Children (LAC) with SEND

In the case of SEND children who are also looked after by the local authority, consultation will take place with those that have parental responsibility. 

Pupils with SEND will:

· be included in all activities available in school, which may involve making reasonable adjustments to support them. For example, ensuring equal access for all may involve providing or adapting classroom, play or sports equipment or increasing adult ratios to support children at break times and on school trips;
· be asked for their views on how best the school can meet their needs;

· be included in the setting of targets for the SEND Profile;

· be included in reviewing outcomes; and 

· be consulted about their particular interests and strengths.

Pupils with medical needs or disabilities (See also Medical Needs Policy)
If a child has a medical need or disability, a Care Plan will be written with support from School Health, parents and carers and discussed with necessary staff in school.
School staff have had Paediatric First Aid training including epi-pen training.

Medicines can be administered by staff when a signed parent consent form has been given to Mrs Breakwell in the office to ensure the safety of the child and the member of staff administering the medicine.
Every reasonable attempt will be made to ensure equipment and facilities meet the needs of all pupils attending who have disabilities. Wheelchair access is available through the side driveway to the back of school and to the building via Class 2. At Eccleston we have a ground floor toilet that is accessible for people with disabilities. Please refer to the school’s Disability Accessibility Plan for further details.
Support for improving Social, Emotional and Mental Health Development

· Quality First Teaching includes support for behaviour and social and emotional needs;

· all staff have had training in Mental Health First Aid and use strategies to support young children experiencing short term and on-going difficulties;

· specialist 1:1 interventions (including nurture, ELSA and social support) are available.  This includes additional pastoral support to enable children with SEMH to express their views and manage their emotions; 

· professional counselling can be available through school; and

· the school has effective measures to prevent and deal with bullying of young people with SEND (see Bullying Policy on website). 

Evaluating effectiveness of provision

At Eccleston, the effectiveness of specialist support and provision for SEND children is measured by:

· tracking progress of individual and groups of pupils;

· monitoring and evaluating progress on the SEND Profiles;

· consulting child, parents and staff;

· monitoring and evaluating all interventions used; and

· termly meetings with SENDCo and SEND governor to review progress and practice.

If provision is not proving to be effective, the school plans alternative strategies and adjusts the Child Profile accordingly.

How school involves other teams and services to support children with SEND and their families

We take advice from a range of external agencies including:

· Autism Outreach Team

· Child Protection Advisors and Social Care

· Educational Psychologists – work with those pupils (and their parents), whose needs are felt to be quite considerable and have not responded to interventions put into place by staff at school. Educational Psychologists’ input is usually planned with Susanne Wearden. They may discuss needs and strategies with the SENDCo, work with a child and/or meet with parents and class teacher. They provide feedback and offer advice and recommendations on how best to support the child and take their learning forward, which the school then incorporates into the Child Profile and practice.

· Parents wishing to make contact with external services can do so through the SENDCo. It should be noted that some referrals have to be made through school but specialists always aim to work in partnership with families.

Staff Training and expertise

Staff are all trained in providing high quality teaching for all pupils including those with SEND. Further specialist expertise includes:
· Literacy Support;

· Autism training;

· Speech and Language Therapy support (ELKLAN);

· Bereavement Counselling;

· Nurture Group work;

· Behaviour Difficulties;

· Mental Health First Aid;

· Integrative counselling; and
· ELSA

· Identification, Assessment and Intervention for Pupils with SpLD.

Staff share specialist skills and good practice. The SENDCo liaises with other agencies to secure additional specialist expertise and training when required. 

The SENDCo has completed the ‘National Award for Special Educational Needs Coordination’.

Mrs Willan is an experienced educational psychologist and inspector with a keen interest in SEND.

Transition Arrangements

We support SEND children moving in to and out of Eccleston Primary School.  Transition work involves:

· liaising with previous/future schools;

· pre-entry visits;

· meeting with parents/carers;

· high school visits in Year 5 and 6, with 1:1 support if necessary; and

· meetings with high school SENDCos and/or learning mentors. 

Arrangements for handling of complaints from parents/carers of children with SEND

We take all complaints seriously. If parents/carers wish to complain please follow the process set out in the school’s Complaints Procedure which is available on the website.
